In early October, our family travelled to North Africa to meet a group of Christians that

meet in homes because they are not legally allowed to worship publicly. We were joined

by Keli Oldham, pastor to the Middle East, to bring encouragement and support. While
together, we were treated to traditional food, local music, and beautiful views of the
North Atlantic Ocean. It is humbling when given the opportunity to meet Christians from

other cultures; it allows us to see God moving in different ways.

During the main meeting time of the house church, we heard stories of incredible
faithfulness despite obstacles and opposition. We listened to one woman share how God
spoke to her through dreams and how her family rejected her faith in Jesus after

becoming a believer in 1992. She now leads a house church and is able to beautifully

articulate her journey and trust in Jesus. Another women shared that her husband was
jailed after their son was born for practicing Christianity. This house church even

experienced a spy in their midst. They learned that a particular gentleman who had been

participating in meetings was placed there as a "new believer." After two years it was

discovered the man was government spy and stopped attending. Although the
government keeps track of the house churches, it is persecution from family members

that is harder to deal with.

We were there to bring encouragement, yet we were encouraged. We were there to

bring support, yet prayers of blessing were prayed over us. God is good.
